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Cut along the four off-center T lines, from the paper edge to the T cross beams, or a bit past them.


Fold back the four corners along the long horizontal lines.


Without creasing, fold each side forward at the long vertical lines, then carefully align the short vertical lines on the back with the central ones on the front, make sure the paper is taut, and crease hard.


Reverse these creases, then unfold and flatten all the creases.


Align each pair of long vertical lines at the edge of a paper cutter, by creasing at the table edge, then flatten paper and cut precisely.


Cut 2.0″ from the top edge of the paper (or leave 6.5″ from bottom).


Cut off the bottom edge so that 4.625″ or a little less remains.
